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12. Societies cnable to aiter, extend, or abridge purposss or 0
amaigamate:— (1} Whenever it shail appear to the governing budy of
any sociely registered under this Act, which has been cstablished for any
particular purpose or purposes, that it is advisable 1o alter, extend or
abridge such purpose or purposes 1o or for other purpose or purposes
within the meaning of this Act or to amalgamate such society either
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wholly or partially with any other society, such governing body may
submit the proposition to the members of the society in a writlen or
printed report and may convene a special general meeting lor the

(2) No such proposition shall be carried into effect unless such
report shall have been delivered or sent by post to every member of the
society ten days previous to the special general meeting convened by the
governing body for the consideration thercof ‘nor unless such
proposition shall have been agreed to by the votes of two-thirds of the
members delivered in person or by proxy and confirmed by the votes of
two-thirds of the members present at a second special mecting

convened by the governing body at an interval of one month after the
former meeting.
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12-A. Change of name of societies:— Any society registered
under this act may, with the consent of not less than two-thirds of its
members by a resolution passed at a special general meeting convencd
for the purpose in according with the rules and regulations of the socicty
and subject to the provisions of section 12-B, change its name.
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12-B. Notice of change of name— (1) Notice in writing ol cvery
change in name signed by the seeretary and by scven members ol the
socicty changing its name shall be sent (o the Regisirar, within fiftcen
days of the passing of the resolution under section 12-A.

13. Provision for dissolution of societies and adjustment of their
affairs :— Any number not less than two-thirds of the members of a
society registered under this Act may determine that it shall be
dissolved, and thereupon it shall stand dissolved forthwith or at the time
then agreed upon and all necessary steps shall be taken for the disposal
and settlement of the property of the society and its claims and liabilitics
according to the rules and regulations of the said society, applkable
thereto, if any, and, if not, then as the governing body, or a special
committee formed to replace the governing body n respec of ali
matters-affecting the winding-up of the affairs of the society, shall find
expedient:

Provided that—

(i) in the event of any dispuic arising among the governors.
dircctors, trustees or members of thc said governing body or, il it has
